Based on existing animal
studies, the potential for persistent effects is not clear.
Primary dermal irritation studies (four hour exposure) in rabbits utilizing mineral spirits
containing less than 2% aromatics resulted in slight to moderate skin irritation. In
humans, mineral spirits have produced slight to moderate skin irritation particularly with
evaporation from the skin is prevented.
