6. Hazardous (classifications) locations where the vehicle 

will operate 
7. Ramps and other sloped surfaces that could affect the 

vehicle’s stability. 
8. Closed environments and other areas where insufficient 

ventilation or poor vehicle maintenance could cause a 
buildup of carbon monoxide or diesel exhaust
